I expect you to:

Come to appointments prepared with questions, topics to discuss, and a list of courses for
the upcoming semester(s).

Make regular contact with me. Have an in-person meeting at least once during your
academic career.

Know the adviser’s office hours. Contact and make an appointment with the adviser
when required or when in need of assistance. If the student finds it impossible to keep the
appointment, the student will notify the adviser.

Become knowledgeable about institutional policies, procedures, and requirements.
Follow through on actions identified during each session, especially referrals.

Clarify personal values, abilities, interests, and goals.

Accept final responsibility for all decisions.

What You Can Expect from Me (Advisor) !l

Inform students of the nature of the adviser/student relationship.

Proactively contact advisees on a regular basis.

Serve as an academic guide (course selection, major/minor declaration, short/long-term
goals)

Designate and post hours available for advising.

Refer students to other sources when educational, health, attitudinal, attendance,
financial, employment, or other personal problems require intervention by other
professionals.

Discuss linkages and relationships between intellectual goals and career aspirations.
Refer students to the Gateway Career Center to assist students in identifying non-credit
internships, externships, and career opportunities.
